 When I run sfc scamnow a window pops up and says there is a system 
repair pending which requires reboot to complete, restart windows and run sfc again. 

Started the computer in safe mode but it eventually wound up booting in normal mode, I have no idea why. 
Rebooted again and it booted in safe mode and I ran sfc scanner.

 Windows resource protection found corrupt files and successfully repaired them details are included in the CBS-LOG windir/Logs/CBS/CBS.log  For example C:/Wlndows/CBS/CBSBS. log 

Rebooted and I noticed during the reboot Windows was updating different files,    
once it loaded I tried to open my email but the mouse cursor just kept turning a blue circle for at least 10 minutes.
 
I rebooted in safe mode and I tried running  sfcFix.exe and it won't run in safe mode. 
 I tried to boot up in safe mode but I didn't see REPAIR YOUR COMPUTER INSTEAD.  The computer in normal mode runs incredibly slow and not bad in safe mode.

Do you think I should run your repair program again in case my son screwed up?
